“This Joyful Eastertide Away with sin and sorrow!” The poet of this hymn places one characteristic 
upon Easter. It is the character of Joy. He is telling us this to show that joy is as much state of 
being as it is an emotion. The two are very closely tied together, the state of joy evokes joyful 
responses. The joy is our joy in the fact that it is founded on God’s blessing carried out on account 
of our need.  

C.F.W. Walther once preached an Easter sermon that drove this point home. It is a sermon that 
bestows joy and evokes a joyful response. At the time of the sermon Walther had come through a 
dark time in his life and struggled with joy. The nation had recently been torn in two by a Civil War 
and was trying to mend. The consequences of the war hung a dark cloud over the hearts and 
minds of Walther’s congregations. This sermon was timely for him, for the flock and for the church 
at large. I quote a section of it for you so you too may soak in the joy of Easter, from the lips of our 
first Synod president, who stood steadfast especially in the tough times: 

Christ has not suffered and died for himself but for all men; he did not therefore rise for 
himself but for all men. When Christ suffered and died, he as it were descended into the 
depths of the sea to find the costly pearl of our redemption. When he rose from the depths 
of the seas and as it were cried: I have found it! I have found it! What had he found? The 
pearl of our redemption. 

When Christ suffered and died, he was the Lamb of God who did not carry his own sins but 
the sins of the world. And when he rose, we see no sins in him; we see that he no longer 
bears the form of a servant, the form of sinful flesh. He threw off the burden of sin and left it 
in his grave. Where are our sins? They are carried out of sight of God; they are forever 
buried. 

When Christ suffered and died, he was punished for the sake of our sins; our sins were 
imputed to him…But when he arose, we see him freed of all punishment. Whose 
punishment has come to an end? The punishment of men. 

When Christ suffered and died, he wanted to pay the debt which our sins had incurred…
When he arose our surety was freed from the debtor’s prison and set free. Where is the 
account book against us? It is torn up; all our sins are paid; God the Father has himself 
declared by the resurrection of Christ, that he will demand no more payment from us. 

When Christ suffered and died, he offered himself on the altar of the cross for the 
reconciliation of men with God. When God awakened him God himself publicly shows that 
he accepted the sacrifice of his Son and found it of full value. This proves that God is 
reconciled with us. 

When Christ suffered and died, he as our General, as the Lord of our salvation, as our 
David, began the great battle with our enemies, the Law, sin, death, and the Devil. When 
he arose, behold! He had fulfilled the Law, conquered sin, robbed death of his power, 
crushed the head of the Devil, the Old Serpent, destroyed hell, and triumphed over the 
Prince of Darkness and his whole army. As his battle was our battle, so is also his victory 
our victory, his triumph our triumph, his conquest our conquest. They were our enemies 
that have been laid at the feet of the resurrected Savior.  

When Christ suffered and died, God condemned him to death in our place. When God the 
Father again awakened him, who was acquitted by God in the person of Christ? Christ 
needed no acquittal for himself, for no one could accuse him of a sin. Tell me, who was 
justified in him? Who was declared pure and guiltless in him? We were. The whole world 
was. God’s words to Christ: You shall live! Applied to us. His life is our life, his acquittal our 
acquittal, his justification our justification. 

Can the joy of Easter be expressed any better than that? Along with C.F.W. Walther sometimes 
our days can get gloomy and a veil of gray overshadow us in our churchly vocations. The nation 
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we love and live in has troubles mounting from day to day without end in sight. The flock we tend 
and the children we teach also suffer from the consequences of a fallen world. And yet the poet of 
the hymn gives us reason to be joyful in the midst of all of it when he writes: “Had Christ, who once 
was slain, Not burst His three-day prison, Our faith had been in vain: But now has Christ arisen, 
arisen, arisen; But now has Christ arisen. Amen and Amen!

Spring will have officially arrived by the time you read this.  How your winter has been will vary from where 
you call home here in Iowa District East.  Living in Cedar Rapids I only had to use my snow blower three 
times this winter.  So from my perspective I would say the past winter was rather tame.  With spring upon us 
it means that the frozen ponds and lakes will thaw and those who enjoy fishing will once again be out doing 
that which they enjoy. 

My fishing for 2018 will be done July 8-10, at the annual Rothchild Fishing Derby on Lake Sakakawea in 
North Dakota. One of the things which happens at the Derby in North Dakota is that walleyes, which are less 
than 14” long, are usually thrown back into the lake in hopes of getting something bigger.  The only other 
fishing might happen if my wife and I decide to take our oldest grandson fishing here in Iowa.   

When I think of fishing I am always reminded of the Gospel texts where Jesus called His disciples to become 
“fishers of men.”  The Church has been in the fishing for people motif from that time on.  One’s license to fish 
flows from one’s baptism into Christ Jesus.  As water and the Word were splashed upon us we are sent forth 
to confess Christ Jesus to a world in darkness. 

While some fisherman throw the little ones back into the water, what God gathers, He keeps!   

Isaiah 43:1 states: “Do not fear, for I have redeemed you; I have called you by name; you are Mine!”  What 
comfort it is to know that the Triune God has placed His name and His claim upon us from eternity! 

Sometimes the church and her pastors are lazy when it comes to tending the sheep they have been given.  
We don’t go the extra mile, make the extra phone call, knock on the door one more time, or be willing to 
meet face to face with people.  We forget that these are valuable souls in the Savior’s eyes.  They are blood 
bought and paid for just as we are.  As Paul puts it: “And such were some of you; but you were washed, but 
you were sanctified, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, and in the Spirit of our 
God.”  (I Cor. 6:11). 

Spring is a time when things will become new again.   New life will emerge from the frozen ground of winter.  
It is much like a resurrection from death to life, which God brings about through the faithful proclamation of 
Law and Gospel in sermons.  Such is also the renewal we receive through the power of confession and 
absolution when we have failed those within the body of Christ.  “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and 
righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.  And the blood of Jesus His Son 
cleanses us from all sin.”  (I John 1:9,7c). 

We can think of spring as a time for renewal, a time to continue to fish, and our time of living the victory our 
Savior has given to us in our Baptism.  As Paul said: “But thanks be to God, who always leads us in His 
triumph in Christ, and manifests through us the sweet aroma of the knowledge of Him in every place.”  (II 
Cor. 2:14).

“Jesus said to them, “Come with me!  I will teach you how to bring in people instead of fish”  

(Matthew 4:19 CEV) 
 

Some of you may know that my husband, Jerry, and I like to go fishing.  We enjoy having a lake in 
our backyard where we can walk out to the shoreline, throw out our lines, and hope for the best.  

That’s why it’s called fishin’, not catchin’, or so I’ve been told.  Other than 
our back yard, we’ve been to a few other places here in Iowa, Minnesota, 
and Florida.  You won’t get me on another deep-sea fishing excursion.  
Those one to two foot swells are NOT so swell in my opinion, although we 
did catch fish.  The picture you see to the left was taken on our January 
trip to Florida.  That fish is called a sheepshead, or convict fish because of 
the stripes. 

Some of you may also know that I don’t bait the hook or take the fish off 
the hook.  Yuck!  I realize that probably sounds pretty wimpy, but it was in 

the marriage contract.  I’ll go fishing with you dear, but I won’t take it off the hook or bait the hook 
with living creatures.  Besides baiting and removing the hook, I have another fish fetish.  I don’t like 
to eat fish.  I won’t go so far as to say eating fish is a total “yuck”, because I will occasionally eat 
fish… with lots of tartar sauce.  That’s one of the reasons we do a lot of catch and release at our 
house. 

There is someone else who hates fish.  Satan.  His “yuck” dates way back to the fall of man, into 
sin, when God said in Genesis 3:15 that He would crush the head of Satan.  His “yuck” has 
continued through time, including up to now as you read this.  You and I are part of his “yucky” 
experience. 

The above passage from Matthew explains Satan’s aversion to fish, the kind you and I catch as 
part of our vocation.  Your net – your classroom and/or congregation -  is filled with fish.  Some of 
them are wiggly and slippery.  They jump or slither.  These are the netted ones Jesus is talking 
about and Satan’s response is “Yuck.” 

Take a closer look at the fish in your net.  Some are not nearly as lively as others, and you know 
the reasons.  Satan regards these less than lively ones with a lesser contempt because he doesn’t 
have to work as hard on them.  The active fish are the ones he has to work hard on.  Even they 
have their smelly and slimly moments.  But they are yours, in your net waiting to see what happens 
next. 

Some of those fish in your net will have teaching and leadership skills.  They will need to be 
encouraged and mentored to consider full-time fish catching.  It will take someone with eyes like 
yours to identify and support these young people to consider full-time church work.  The harvest is 
getting smaller and smaller.  At one of the synodical conferences I attended in San Antonio last 
December, we were told by the placement directors for the 2017-2018 school year, there are 130 
teacher education graduates available from across all of our Concordia University system.   We 
were also told there were over 400 requests.  Also, some of these requests are coming from public 
schools because they know our graduates are qualified and dedicated.  There are not enough 
teachers to fill our classrooms.  It is happening all across our Synod.  Yes, even right here in Iowa 
District East. The shortage is not going away any time soon.   Please be looking in your net for 
young people in your school, your confirmation class, and congregation who would make 
wonderful Lutheran school teachers.  Identify them.  Talk to them about being a Lutheran school 
teacher.  Pray for them.  Mentor them.  Encourage them.  Nurture them.  Support them through 
their high school and college years of study. 

A fishing net for a real fish usually signals this is the end.  However, for the “Jesus” fish in your 
classroom, it isn’t the end.  Whether your students or congregation members are spiritually lively or

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gasping for air, you are needed.  They all need to know they are surrounded by a whole school of 
fish who loves them with the love of Jesus.  Yes, they need to know the hooks of Satan bring sin 
into their lives.  But when you hear them confess, “oh yuck”, you know the Spirit is breathing new 
life into them. 

How about that!  You catch them.  He cleans them!
